There are many, many ways to make good music, but
musician Liam Finn has discovered, there’s really only one
way to make your first solo album. First you form a one-
man band. This involves knowing how to play a variety

of instruments, and sometimes several of them at the

same time. This hasn’t been a problem for Liam Finn, heir
apparent to the Finn family’s musical legacy. He recently
thrilled live audiences around the world by singing, playing
guitar lines, bass lines and the drums onstage at his solo ; s
gigs, with only a looping effects pedal (and recently E.J

Barnes) for company.

Liam spent two months at the beginning of 2007 in a central Auckland studio playing, recording,
engineering and producing the magnificent I’ll Be Lightning. “I didn’t want to compromise or
collaborate,” he acknowledges. “I wanted to record these songs the way I heard them in my head. And |
had a very clear idea of how I wanted them."

Finn has been writing the songs that appear on this album for the past few years, initially he imagined
some of the songs being used by Betchadupa - but, as Finn says, “the stuff | was writing was very
personal and pretty intimate. These songs are very honest, they're like the story of my life over the past
few years and I think they’re some of the best songs I've ever written." \We couldn’t agree more.

Shape5h ifter Live INSTORE 20TH AUGUST

Shapeshifter, voted New Zealand's best live act, is back on
the road performing the electric and cutting edge set they
are known and loved for. To top this off they are releasing
their first live album with tracks from last year's epic
orchestra tour.

It's been a big 12 months for Shapeshifter. The release

of their third album Soulstice has achieved in excess of
Platinum sales status. They have toured Australia on two
hugely successful tours — the Big Day Out Tour, being
handpicked to support Tool to 15,000 in Melbourne and
their own solo tour with sold out shows and rave reviews.

They were awarded a phenomenal three
awards at the New Zealand bnet music
awards for Best Live Act, Song of the Year
for 'Bring Change' and Album of the Year for
Soulstice.

And there is no slowing down this group.
They will release their fourth album
Shapeshifter Live on 20 August with tracks
from last year’s Christchurch show with the
Christchurch Symphony Orchestra. This
was part of the extremely popular sold out
orchestra tour in September 2006.

The drums tickle a beat into life, the dark

drop of a bass builds and the guitars lock in

to the distinctive rhythm, and as if by magic
the reggae groove emerges.

This is Into the Dread, the exciting new album by
Unity Pacific, one of New Zealand's finest reggae
bands. And upfront is the commanding voice

of singer Tigi Ness imbued with the spirit of his
Rastafarian faith. This is an album that carries within
it the life experiences of Tigi Ness, father of Che Fu,
who has played reggae for more years than most
care to recall.

Ness sees his faith, Rastafarianism as a faith which
offers a moral code to live by. He believes in peace,
brotherhood and unity, and Into the Dread is filled
with such messages — but also stern warnings of the
judgement to come.

The album title evokes multiple meanings: it
celebrates Rastafarianism; addresses the challenging
times in which we live; refers to the deep groove

of roots reggae and conveys a sense of urgent
militancy; is about the mystical journey of life; and
also celebrates a sense of family and a close-knit
creative community.

Just how close-knit Unity Pacific are as a band is
evident in how little time it took these friends and

like-minded musicians to record the album -
only four nights in York St Studios in Auckland.

One listen to the deep groove of the dub-
influenced 14-minute title track — where Teina
Winau's melodic bass lines hold down the
pulse and Rob Halcrow’s chipping guitar adds
unsettling mood swings — affirms that this is a
group which has an intuitive understanding of
reggae, and of each other.

Elsewhere on the album Ness makes an
emotional plea on the loping, groove-riding
'Unity', the slightly eerie '1000 Nights' conjures
up an air of ancient mystery, and everywhere
the collective spirit of the band creates classic
reggae music full of musical nuance and colour.

And as if to remind a younger and more
troubled generation of their potential, on 'From
Street to Sky' Ness considers the changes he —
and his peers — have gone through: “Born in

the city, raised on the streets, the factory was
my future...look at me now, I think I'm going to
make it.”

Tigi Ness and Unity Pacific have a life-affirming
message for these troubled times, and on Into
the Dread they set it to a deep, powerful and
compelling reggae rhythm. Feel it. Believe it.
