The Wahine sank in Wellington Harbour on April 10, 1968. With wind gusts reaching an amazing

tonne Wahine and flung her sideways. Fifty one of the ship’s 735 passengers and crew died after
they were forced to jump for their lives, just hundreds of metres from shore.

Weezer — Weezer

Weezer, one of the biggest and most influ-
ential bands of the last decade will for the
third time in its six-album history release a
self-titled album.

During the mid-'70s, she established herself as a solo country
superstar, crossing over into the pop mainstream in the early '80s, when she smoothed out the rough edges in
her music and began singing pop as well as country In the early '80s, she also began appearing in movies, most
notably the hit ‘9 to 5'. Though her savvy marketing, image manipulation and her flirtations with country-
pop have occasionally overshadowed her music, at her core Parton is a country gal and a tremendously gifted
singer/songwriter. Among her classics found on this Very Best Of are ‘Coat of Many Colors,” ‘Jolene,” ‘I Will
Always Love You,’ ‘Here You Come Again,” and ‘Tennessee Homesick Blues,” and they give a hint to why her
contribution to bringing country music to a wide audience, not only in America but throughout the world,
cannot be underestimated.

One of the must-see films of the year, currently playing in =1
Rialto Cinemas across the country can also happily boast one
of the must-hear soundtracks. How could it be otherwise,
with 33 cover versions of classic and cult songs by the 20th
Century’s most influential and far-reaching troubadour, Bob
Dylan. The soundtrack is a musical smorgasbord of deftly
interlocking musical styles dominated by the all-encom-
passing label of Americana with a smattering of Tex-Mex,
country-and-western, indie rock, traditional and art-house
folk, blues and the occasionally weird and very wonderful.
Featuring a cast of characters as varied as the film itself
you can hear the songs of Bob Dylan sung by Eddie Vedder,

Jakob Dylan - Seeing Things

“I wanted to write songs that sounded like they've been here forever, that
feel like they were carved right from the mountain, not just made in some
studio somewhere.”

On Seeing Things, Dylan's first solo album, he stepped out of the conven-
tional “band in a studio” mould and recorded the album alone, in Rick Rubin’s
home studio. After five albums as the leader of the Grammy award-winning
band the Wallflowers, Dylan reveals a striking and powerful new approach to
his work. These songs are spare, stripped to the bone, full of dread and dark-
ness one minute and spirited optimism the next.

The songs on this record like ‘All Day and All Night' hearken back to the timeless language of American roots
music. Dylan asserts that with these songs, he was aspiring to the majesty and the mystery of the country blues
masters.“That's the stuff I listen to, that's the vocabulary | work with and always go back to.”

Seeing Things is also marked by the joy found in such songs as ‘Something Good This Way Comes." “I was
aware that it was shaping up as a very dramatic record, but I believe those optimistic things, too,” says
Dylan. “People might sometimes listen to my songs and think I'm depressed, but I'm really not. There's
always been hope and humor in what I write.”

Genesis — When In Rome 2007

When In Rome 2007 is a triple DVD featuring over 5%z hours of material, shot during
the band'’s hugely successful first tour in 15 Years ‘Turn It On Again’. Tony Banks, Phil
Collins and Mike Rutherford of Genesis thrilled audiences across Europe, the tour
ended with a show at Rome’s Circo Massimo in front of 500,000 fans - captured here
in its full glory. The package also includes a spectacular fly-on-the-wall documentary.

For 2 hours and 36 minutes over 3 DVD's Genesis treat the audience to classics such
as ‘Land Of Confusion’ and ‘Mama’ to older Genesis repertoire ‘Los Endos’, ‘Carpet
Crawlers’ and the haunting ‘Ripples’.

Gin - Extended Play

Meet Gin. A bright, assured, and talented young
woman, with an incredible story, and an incred-
ible future.

Gingrew upinthe suburbs of Auckland, teaching
herself the guitar and scribbling down note-
books full of lyrics. As a teen inspired by hearing
David Gray’s ‘White Ladder’, the then 14-year-old
penned her first song, ‘Angelfire’. Before her 15th
birthday, Gin had written an album’s worth of
songs. But, soon after her first recording session
in 2002, her family was dealt a tragic blow: Gin’s
father, Peter, died of cancer. Gin stopped writing
and playing altogether.

Unable to deal with her grief at home, Gin
found a way to escape by joining an exchange
program to Argentina. Living and working in
Argentina worked its magic on Gin, and her desire
to communicate through her music returned.

Gin wrote a tribute song to her father called
‘Hallelujah’. Her sister, on a whim, entered Gin’s
song in the US-based International Songwriting
Competition. The prestigious award, judged by
Sean Combs, Bo Diddley, Tom Waits & Branford
Marsalis, chose ‘Hallelujah’ over 11,000 other
entries, from around the world making Gin the
youngest and only unsigned Grand Prize winner in
the history of the competition.

This charming 21 year old has taken her life's
ups and downs, held them up to the light, and
crafted songs which speak to an almost universal
experience of fear, hope, love and joy — and ads
to them her most beautiful and distinctive voice,
2008 is the year for her star to rise...
