






Cat Power – Jukebox
Cat Power returns with Jukebox, her second album of cover songs and a tribute to the great vocalists who have 
influenced her over the years. The list of covers she has chosen for this record makes for a most impressive cast 
list – James Brown, Johnny Cash, Bob Dylan, Jessie Mae Hemphill, Billie Holiday, George Jackson, Janis Joplin, 
Frank Sinatra, Hank Williams and herself (with ‘Metal Heart’ being re-recorded nearly 
ten years after it first appeared on her Moon Pix album).

Recorded in Dallas, Memphis and Miami with Stu Sikes (who also worked on Loretta 
Lynn’s Grammy-winning Van Lear Rose), Jukebox contains twelve tracks, eleven of 
which are covers and one, ‘Song To Bobby’, is brand new and a suitable inclusion as 
she wrote it about meeting Bob Dylan for the first time (it also precedes her version 
of ‘I Believe In You’ on this record).

Time Out once wrote that Cat Power was “a master of interpretation” and  
Jukebox highlights just that.

Adele – 19
Meet one of 2008’s most exciting new talents. As a fan of such diverse artists as Jill 
Scott, Etta James, Billy Bragg, Peggy Lee, Jeff Buckley and The Cure, Adele’s soul-
tinged songs of love’s lost and memories made are set to resonate with all who 
hear them. With her mix up of R&B and Soul served up with a healthy dash of feisty 
London attitude, she spins beautiful dark stories of loves won and lost and sometimes 
just daydreamed about. “I’ve got no problem explaining what my lyrics are about,” 
ADELE says. “I really like poetry: I’m not very good at reading it, but I love writing it. 

Singers like Jill Scott and Karen Dalton are amazing; proper poets.”
“The whole album is about being between 18 and 19; about love,” she continues. “It’s quite a sad album, 

[with songs about] being cheated on and not getting what you want”. 
Anchoring it all together is ADELE’s incredible voice. As immediate as it is undeniable, its power is matched 

only by her Force 10 personality. “I’ve always liked being the centre of attention, yes,” she laughs.

Newton Faulkner 
– Hand Built By Robots
 

I actually got a 
“concert call” on 
this one! A friend 
of mine went to see 
John Mayer at the 
Royal Albert Hall 
last year and called 
me so I could hear 
a few minutes of 
this amazing new 
talent who was 

opening for him. (She called several times during the 
concert, I shudder to think how much it cost her, but 
I certainly appreciated it!) Through the crowd noise 
I heard something exciting and instantly jumped on 
myspace to check out him out. On face value you can 
hear an album of decent, hooky, good honest pop, 
but underlying the clever melodies and uplifting lyrics 
is a truly remarkable guitar TALENT. He’s one of those 
players, steeped in the blues – that plays every part of 
the instrument and makes a wonderful melodic and 
percussive sound that instantly captures the heart of 
any guitar playing/appreciating listener. Less earnest 
and with more colours to his song-writing palette than 
his likely comparisons (John Butler, Jack Johnson, Dave 
Matthews) Newton Faulkner is a breath of fresh air, 
leading one UK critic to state: “While his guitar gently 
weeps, his voice quietly soars. It’s quite something. 

He’s quite a talent. Lord knows 
what next he’ll magic out of 
those fingers, that throat, and 
that instrument. Prepare to be 
gobsmacked”

Amy Winehouse – Back to Black  the leader of the pack

A CD & DVD Store favourite, the incomparable Amy Winehouse received 5 Grammy Awards 
this year – breaking the record for most Grammy’s won by a British artist in one night. The 
awards are thoroughly deserved – this album is phenomenal and one of the finest soul 
albums, British or otherwise, to come out for years. Frank, her first album, was a sparse and 
stripped-down affair; Back to Black, meanwhile, is neither of these things.  

With the help of producers Mark Ronson and Salaam Remi, ‘Rehab’ becomes a gospel-
tinged stomp, while the title track (and album highlight) is a heartbreaking musical tribute 

to Phil Spector, with it's echoey bass drum, rhythmic piano, chimes, saxophone and close harmonies. Best of all 
though, is the fact that Back to Black bucks the current trend in R&B by being unabashedly grown-up in both 
style and content. Back to Black is a refreshingly mature soul album, the best of its kind for years.

Kate Nash – Made of Bricks  attitude to burn!

Hailed by the UK press as the pop story of 2007. On her impressive debut, Made Of Bricks, 
British singer/multi-instrumentalist Kate Nash presents a confident and dynamic collec-
tion of pop songs. While both the young performer's sultry voice and fearless delivery 
immediately recall her contemporary Lily Allen (see the caustic ‘Dickhead,’ in particular), 
Nash often occupies territory closer to the thoughtful musings of Fiona Apple and Regina 
Spektor, as evinced on the swooning narrative ‘Birds’ and the playful, piano-led ditty ‘Skeleton Song.’ The clear 
high point of Bricks, however, is the vibrant, electronica-tinged ‘Foundations,’ a track that catapulted Nash to 
fame in the U.K., and fully showcases her biting wit and keen sense of melody.

Robyn – Robyn  european sensation!

She is Robyn. The most killingest pop star on the planet. A pint-sized atom bomb dispensing 
wisdom in three-minute modernist pop bulletins on the post-adolescent condition. Robyn 
is also a collection of ultra-concise pop moments – that rarest of things, a classic pop album. 
It’s a sad-eyed, super-strong battery of nuclear-powered pop. It’s the best weapon she’s 
got. The swedish fireball scored a hit with 1997’s ‘Show Me Love’ and has slowly but surely   
made her mark as an international R&B queen. Robyn, her fourth album, is arguably her 
strongest statement to date, jam-packed with sassy, streetwise lyrics and an array of novel 

beats and songs. Tracks like ‘Be Mine’ and the playful, upbeat ‘Konichiwa Bitches’ are instant, immaculate pop 
gems, while ‘With Every Heartbeat’– which boasts a Royksopp-esque melancholy, sidereal bleeps and rousing 
strings--is much more dance than R & B. Robyn is a delightfully upbeat album, cementing Robyn’s reputation 
as a kick-ass pop diva with some seriously deadly Ninja moves.

Amy McDonald –This is the Life  new chick on the block.

20 year old Amy is a singer-songwriter from Glasgow who blames Pete Doherty & Fran 
Healy for first picking up a guitar at age 12 – she’s clearly modeled herself on those song-
writers she so admires, these are simple songs – sung brilliantly. Highlights on this debut 
album include ‘Mr Rock N Roll’ sung in Amy’s rich, bell-clear, gutsy vocal and possessing 
a compelling rhythmic punch and a chorus. ‘Footballer’s Wife’ takes ominous strings, thunderous drums and 
a haunting vocal and uses them to wallop a pop culture that encourages silly young women to write their 
autobiographies. One of the most affecting songs on the album is the trumpet-laden, atmospheric ‘Let’s Start 
A Band’: another simple song, sung brilliantly, roaring powerfully about how magic it is to love a band, follow 
a band, be in a band. When you’re young, that’s all that matters.

Duffy – Rockferry
I have a feeling that very soon, Duffy, will become 
a household name – this is a stunning, damn near 
perfect record. This young Welsh woman’s voice is 
instantly striking & unique – the kind of voice that 
will truly inspire singers young and old. This album 
has all the hallmarks of a classic record. Beautiful 
melodies, incredible musicianship and a point of 
difference: There is a gorgeous, unmistakable feeling 
of nostalgia running through the record; Shades of 
Lulu, Minnie Ripperton & Dusty Springfield echo 
through the strains of these beautiful self-penned 
soul tunes. Says Duffy of her old-fashioned approach 
to song writing: “I write my songs acapella and build 
it up from there, which is where we get the retro 
sound. In the early days, music was always recorded 
on a 4 track, so it had to be melody led.” As the 
build up to the release of this album looms, there 
is real anticipation as to what this young woman 
might achieve, with her first single ‘Mercy’ she has 
already captured the imagination of many who are 
chomping to get their hands on the full album. Not 
too long to wait now…The album will be instore 
April 7 – Until then, get a taste of what’s to come at:
