After gaining experience as an extra in her dad's 
television projects, she went on to appear in the Tim Burton film, “Big Fish.” When a 12-year-old Miley 
first auditioned for the title role of the Disney Channel’s “Hannah Montana,” she was considered too 
young for the part, but that didn’t stop her from pressing ahead. Two years later Miley won the part she 
had worked so hard for, and her ascent to superstardom began. 
Breakout shows that Miley takes singing and songwriting as seriously as any other aspect of her career. 
And while she certainly has the momentum to carry this and every other project to success, it all starts 
with the creative spark that burns brightly within her.
